Time for community service hours includes attending the fittings and the runway events scheduled during the week of
Thursday, August 19, 2010 through Saturday, August 21, 2010.

| have agreed to attend both fittings scheduled for the registered showcasing designers of BFW.

Designer fittings are scheduled for Saturday, June 12, 2010 and Saturday, June 26, 2010.

Designer fittings will be held from 11:00 a.m. and 6:00 p.m. (a vendor will be available for lunch purchases).

Preparing for BFW Fittings: Remember that first impressions are everything.

. Exercise and tone to maintain body physique.

e Shave under-arms, legs, and bikini area for clean look during fittings — Females.
o Shave under arms, chest, bikini lines — Males.

. REMEMBER: Drink plenty of water.

Fittings for Baltimore Fashion Week:

e At the scheduled fittings | acknowledge that | will handle myself in a respectful, courteous, and professional manner as a
model of BFW.

o If I have trouble or am unable to attend a fitting | will inform via email (modelinfo@baltimoresfashionweek.com) the
producers of BFW at least 24 hours prior to the scheduled fittings.

o As a model, | understand and acknowledge that | must attend both fittings that are scheduled, unless otherwise pre-
approved in writing by one of the producers of BFW.

o If I do not attend any fittings, | know this will result in an automatic release as a model from this event, BFW.

. | will treat each garment that | wear with the utmost respect.

o If | notice anything wrong with the clothing at any time (stain, rip, loose button, etc.), | will alert the designer(s), back stage
associates, as well as one of the producers of BFW.

. | understand that my hair follicles must be clean every day — meaning that hair must be shampooed every day before
my schedule runway event.

o | understand that my hair’s natural state means that | will not be allowed to wear hair extensions, hair weaves, or
braids.
